
This vineyard is situated on the southeastern side of Sta. 
Rita Hills AVA.  In 2007 this wine is from 100% Rio Vista 
Vineyard consisting of three Dijon clones grown on a North-
facing hillside. I have had the pleasure of working with the 
same blocks from this vineyard since the 2002 vintage and 
with each passing year the wine shows more strength in 
character as well as finesse.   

Dark, cherry red color. Medium full bodied.  Scents of spice, 
sweet black cherries and exotic plums with concentrated 
floral notes and a nice integration of oak. The palate is 
refreshing, relaxed, complex and round with delicious mouth 
watering cherry and blackberry and wonderful acidity on the 
finish with varietal undertones of rose petals and a hint of 
minerality.
