The Valenti Vineyard is located on the top of Greenwood Ridge, 6 miles from the ocean and 1,600 feet above sea level on a steep north-east facing slope that overlooks the Anderson Valley to the East.  This is a challenging site with daily maritime winds resulting in cooler temperatures throughout the growing season.  The harsh natural conditions lends itself to naturally low yields resulting in correct acidity and excellent phenological ripeness at lower sugar levels.  These cool conditions result in a well structured and flavorful Syrah.
The nose has scents of anise, black pepper, bitter sweet chocolate, wild strawberries, plum and rhubarb with just a hint of game and leather.  The wine splashes on the palate with flavors of  roasted coffee beans and fresh dark red fruits with a saline quality that screams coastal Syrah.  IWC-90, W&S-91
